                        Judge McCarthy requested that the Town authorize Kim Baumgart to be at Court on an as needed basis for additional security. There are many people here on some Court nights and it is not really possible for one bailiff to handle the number of people safely. This would be once or twice per month, usually DA night and possibly Town Prosecutor night. Town Attorney McAuley commented that ours is one of the nicer Courts and also that DA night can be scary sometimes.
                        It was also requested that the Town Prosecutor be extended for at least one year. Since January the Court has taken in about $5,000.00, while Ms. Morgan’s salary has been about $900.00 over that same time frame.
