                        Keep track of energy usage – cost and KW and cubic feet monthly;

                        Allocate NYS Retirement differently

                        The Highway raises are done, at a total cost of $27,402.90, which were broken out by year. Checks were issued for each year. Mrs. Finch recommended making line item increases to cover this.

                        Lori Snyder was present to suggest that the Town look into a NYSERDA grant to upgrade phone and cable service in rural areas. She mentioned that with the promotion of the Rt. 16 Corridor, it would be desirable to have improved phone and cable service.

                        Highway Supt. Weller reported that the FEMA Allotment will be $417,310.92. There are still two sites that will need more than the mitigation amount to repair. It is unlikely that more than the 100% will be awarded to the Town. The Town’s 12½% share will be met with machinery usage.
