                        Phil Moyer and Vonni Dickinson from The Weast Agency were present to discuss the Town’s Bond Law. They suggested that, as written, the Law will prevent some small companies from doing business in the Town because they will have trouble getting a $50,000.00 Bond. Mr. Moyer said that these companies could name the Town as an additional insured on their vehicle insurance policy, which would also prove that there is an insurance policy in effect. Town Attorney McAuley recommended adding the 
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insurance clause and amending the Local Law, and in the meantime passing a resolution to reduce the bond from $50,000.00 to $10,000.00.
