Highway Superintendent

                        Supt. Weller reported that the new hydraulic conveyor is working well. It is a real time saver.

                        Mr. Weller is working with FEMA on changes to the scope of work after the mitigation work was done. It needs to be approved. Copies of reimbursement checks will be needed to present to FEMA.

                        Supervisor asked Mr. Weller if there was a joint agreement with the County. Supt. did not have anything. He will call Little Valley to check on it.

                        Supt. reported that they are working on patching and repairs. He is hoping that they will have the FEMA work done by mid-August. They should be starting the CHIPS work on Bryant Hill Rd. the second or third week in July.
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                        Mr. Weller asked about the agreement to spend highway funds. It has not been executed yet.

                        Mr. Brisky thanked the Highway Dept. for taking out the two concrete stairways at the Town Hall, saving the Town money.

                        Before the new steps are installed a footer and slab will need to be put in. Mr. Brisky asked if the Highway Dept. would be able to do the work. The ice issue on the roof will also need to be addressed. Supt. Weller suggested installing heat tape to prevent ice buildup.

                        Mr. Easton said that the proposed site for the columbarium near the Veterans’ Monument might detract from the monument. He suggested that the columbarium be placed in the new section where the circle is. However, this may also need to be changed based on the trucks and crane which will need to place the columbarium.
