                        The meeting was called to order by Supervisor Dickinson at 9:00 A.M. The Roll was called with all present.
Executive Session

                        Mr. Trummer made a motion to go into Executive Session to discuss a personnel matter. Mr. Brisky seconded the motion. All voted “Aye”. Carried.

                        Mr. Brisky made a motion to return to Regular Session, seconded by Mr. Trummer. All voted “Aye”. Carried.
Awarding Cemetery Maintenance Bid

                        The lowest bidder, ProCut, came in Friday with a three year bid. As it was past the deadline, the bid was not valid. The next lowest bid was Fuller’s Odds and Ends, with a bid of $16,500.00 for 2010, $17,000.00 for 2011, and $17,500.00 for 2012. Mr. Fuller received a very good recommendation from the Town of Little Genesee. In light of that, Cemetery Sexton Easton recommended awarding the bid to Fuller’s Odds and Ends. Mr. Brisky made a motion to award the bid for cemetery maintenance to Fuller’s Odds and Ends for three years, seconded by Mr. Dallas. All voted “Aye”. Carried.

Audit of Town Books

                        The Town Board audited the books of the Town of Franklinville, including Supervisor, Town Clerk, Tax Collector, Water District, Cemetery Secretary and Justice Court. Mr. Brisky made a motion stating that the Franklinville Town Board performed an the 2009 annual audit of the Town’s books. Mr. Trummer seconded the motion. All voted “Aye”. Carried.

Letter of Resignation

                        Supervisor presented the Board with a letter of resignation from Assistant Court Clerk Judy Harrington. Mrs. Hahn asked that the Board write Mrs. Harrington a letter asking her to reconsider her decision and thanking her for all that she does and commending her for a job well done.
                        Judge McCarthy said that both Court Clerks brought a measurable degree of competency and efficiency to the Court. Judge Holden commented on how things have progressed in the Court, greatly due to Mrs. Harrington. He suggested reinstating her raise. The Judges and Kathy Hatch offered to give back their raises to offset a raise for Mrs. Harrington. Mrs. Hatch stated that she would not be able to perform all of the Court duties herself.
                        Mr. Dickinson made a motion to name Judy Harrington Court Clerk at a salary of $13,000.00 and naming Kathy Hatch Assistant Court Clerk. Mr. Dallas seconded the motion. Mrs. Hahn asked for clarification as to whether this was a salary increase rather than a raise, which was answered affirmatively. 

                        Mr. Brisky stated that he respects both Judges and thanked them for their input. He said that it is not that he doesn’t understand what the clerks do, but that the Board worked very hard to achieve a fair wage. The employees received a 3% COLA raise. He felt that there was a miscommunication at the February meeting regarding the raises. He cannot justify a larger salary increase for Mrs. Harrington to the rest of the employees and the taxpayers. 

                        Mr. Dickinson made a motion to pay Mrs. Harrington $13,000.00, seconded by Mr. Dallas. The vote was as follows:

                        Mrs. Hahn made a motion to not accept Mrs. Harrington’s resignation and to send her a letter asking her to reconsider her resignation. She will write the letter. Mr. Brisky seconded the motion. All voted “Aye”. Carried.

                        Supervisor asked if Mrs. Harrington would still be paid, as the Board did not accept her resignation. This was affirmed.
