December 14, 2015

The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the Village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie, Melissa Sullivan and Ryan Jordan. Trustee Bentley was absent. Others present were Debby Hatch, Carl Calarco; engineer, and SPW Cary Hatch.
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the minutes from the November 23, 2015 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Scheduled Guest- Carl Calarco, engineer stated that the new sewer pump station is complete and “online”. He said there will be a period of adjusting and training for the wastewater operator but everything appears to be running well. The additional training for staff is available whenever requested by the operator or superintendant. Mr. Calarco said the village should see a significant improvement in the energy bills and the reduction of call ins for the wastewater operator. Mayor Breton asked what happens to the old pump station, SPW Hatch and Mr. Calarco said that it most likely will be filled and capped after the old panels are removed. 
Mr. Calarco handed out the request for payment from Blue Heron Construction. After reviewing the pay request with the Board Mr. Calarco recommended submitting payment to Blue Heron Construction as well as submitting a notice of completion. Once the notice of completion is submitted the warranty period begins. Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to pay Blue Heron Construction $98,750.00, Gerwitz & McNeil Electric $5424.00 and CRC Engineering $2067.50 from the Capital Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Mr. Calarco said he will be in contact with Jeff Smith from Municipal Solutions to see what the status of the grant application for the water/sewer line inspections is. 
Reports from Department Heads-
SPW Cary Hatch said the first Village tree lighting ceremony in Park Square was held December 4th and was very successful, he said he looks forward to working with this group again. Stated that he was generally happy with the way the sewer pump replacement project went and noted that final landscaping work will be completed in the spring. He invited all of the Board members to come down for a tour of the new pump station. SPW Hatch commented that the dpw workers have been doing a lot of work in the garage as the lack of snow continues this winter. 
CEO Al Fish left a report. 
Mayor Breton stated that the December 28, 2015 meeting will be canceled. Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to cancel the December 28, 2015 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Reports from Board Members- Trustee Soulvie said there was one resume received for attorney services. Clerk Sage will contact Atty. David Brautigan to get his required pay rate and will contact Board members for their votes on temporarily hiring Atty. Brautigan until the April 2016 re-organizational meeting. 

Tree Commission minutes and their annual report were submitted. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to accept the bills totaling $17,373.75 from the General Fund, $5765.95 from the Water Fund, $10,259.94 Sewer Fund and $106,241.50 from the Capital Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to adjourn meeting. All ayes. Motion carried.
