3. Building is being used by youth and vagrants.

4. Building is no longer fit for the purpose it was constructed for.

5. Building needs to be condemned and demolished. 

Trustee Sullivan moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan hereby condemns the building located at 20 Elm St. and orders the demolition and removal of all the debris and then the site is to be filled with clean soil.

Unsafe and dangerous building located at 8 South Main Street owned by Amber Gilbert residing at 8 Second Ave. Franklinville NY 14737- 
1. Building poses a physical danger as well is detraction to the village. 

2. Building is no longer fit for the purpose it was constructed for.

3. Building needs to be condemned and demolished. 

Trustee Sullivan moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan hereby condemns the building located at 8 South Main St. and orders the demolition and removal of all debris and then the site is to be filled with clean soil.

Clerk Sage said the state released it fiscal stress score for the Village of Franklinville based on the 2015 annual fiscal report. The Village still has a “no designation” status as the Village score is 12.5%. A score over 44.9% indicates fiscal stress; the Village of Franklinville is well under that threshold. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to pay the bills totaling $11,135.21 from the General Fund, $7499.99 from the Water Fund and $14,888.66 from the Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried.
