                        Supt. Weller reported that he received a letter from Senator Cathy Young’s office stating that the CHIPS money will be the same this year as last year.

                        Mr. Weller will be working with Mark Allianello to get the final FEMA papers filed. He has applied for reimbursement for the work that has already been completed. 

                        Supt. Weller has contacted Eddie Electric to correct some code problems at the Highway barn. The quote for the work was $800.00. CEO Fish will re-inspect after the work is done.

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                        At the Association of Towns conference, Supervisor attended a session on options for Towns to lower health care costs. Ten towns and villages from Monroe County have joined together to buy health insurance and will see significant savings. Mr. Dickinson brought it up at the County Supervisors’ meeting, but there was no interest in pursuing it. He also got information at the conference about the ability of paying Court fines on the web at no cost to the Town.

                        The Governor is proposing capping property taxes at 2%.

                        Mr. Dickinson transferred his accounts to Community Bank as Cattaraugus County Bank began charging the Town for checks and statements.

                        The Board neglected to approve the insurance buyouts at the last meeting. Supervisor suggested giving Judy Harrington a $2,500.00 buyout, as she is actually earning less than minimum wage for the hours she puts in.
