The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Robert Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie, Ryan Jordan, Michael Sikora and Melissa Sullivan. Others present were SPW Cary Hatch, Brianna Naughton and Chief Tony Wolfer. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to accept the minutes from the August 8, 2016 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Reports from Department Heads-
Chief Tony Wolfer- said the new 2017 Ford Escape police cruiser is in service and seems like it will be a good vehicle for the village patrol. Upon recommendation from Chief Wolfer, Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to put the 2010 Chevy Tahoe police cruiser for sale on the International Auction site with a minimum bid of $5000.  All ayes. Motion carried. Chief Wolfer said he knows it blue books for more but it is having some mechanical issues. 
Chief Wolfer requested to meet with the Board in executive session at the end of the meeting to discuss a personnel issue. 

CEO Al Fish- left a report
SPW Hatch- handed out a report.
 SPW Hatch presented a proposal for an asphalt hotbox/recycler, he said that it would benefit the village dpw because they will have the ability to make their own hot patch mix during the winter months before the asphalt plants open and keep streets repaired longer into the fall season. Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to purchase a 2016 falcon 4-ton asphalt hotbox/recycler for the amount of $45,472.75; $45,000 paid from 2016-17 budget A5110.2 and $472.75 from 2016-17 budget A5110.4. All ayes. Motion carried. 
SPW Hatch said that the backhoe has started to have some significant mechanical issues. It was due for replacement 3 years ago on the village equipment replacement plan but they have tried to put it off as long as possible. Repair costs will exceed the value of the backhoe at this point. SPW Hatch contacted a dealer and he said that with trading in the old backhoe they could replace the old backhoe with a 2016 Case 580N Backhoe Loader from Monroe Tractor for $53,902.47. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to purchase a 2016 Case 580N Backhoe Loader from Monroe Tractor for $53,902.47 to be paid as follows- $17,967.49 from the Capital Highway Equipment Fund, $17,967.49 from the Capital Water Reserve Fund and $17,967.49 from the Capital Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Jordan requested that SPW Hatch look at the Riggs Street entrance to the school parking lot to see if there are any repairs they can do because it is in really bad shape. Trustee Sikora said he would assist SPW Hatch. 

Zoning minutes were presented. 

Trustee Sullivan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to accept the bills totaling $156,941.30 from the General Fund, $17,194.22 from the Water Fund, $30,025.01 from the Sewer Fund and $35,287.63 from the Capital Police Car Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to meet with Chief Wolfer in executive session and adjourn immediately afterward. All ayes. Motion carried.
