January 11, 2016

The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the Village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie and Ryan Jordan. Trustees Melissa Sullivan and Don Bentley were absent. Others present were Chief Tony Wolfer and SPW Cary Hatch. 

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the minutes from the December 14, 2015 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Reports from Department Heads-
Chief Tony Wolfer recommended the Board re-hire Officer Cori Kowalski as part time police officer. He resigned previously on good terms and is now available to work part time hours. Chief Wolfer said that the current shift coverage is stable but it is always good to have back up in case and officer can not cover his shift. Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to re-hire Officer Cori Kowalski as part time police officer to be used on an as needed basis. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Chief Wolfer said 1084 calls were received by the police department in 2015 and 1179 calls were received in 2014. Chief Wolfer attributes the drop in calls to the re-organization of hours at the department. 
Chief Wolfer will start looking for a new police car to be purchased June 2016. 
SPW Hatch said Siewart Equipment and Gerwitz Electric will be at the sewer plant in the upcoming week to explore options for upgrading the alarm system.  Gerwitz Electric will also review the electric in the garage. SPW Hatch reiterated that the support columns in the garage are crumbling and continue to worsen. Engineer Calarco will look at the building this week as well but it is and issue that needs to be addressed as soon as possible. 
SPW Hatch has started working on his annual budget figures and invited Board members to ask questions. 

National Fuel sent a proposal for a settlement for the damage done to the sewer line on South Main Street. The settlement is 50% of what the village requested and ¼ of the actual cost to have the line repaired last year. After some discussion Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd Trustee Soulvie to accept the settlement. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Mayor Breton communicated with Atty. David Brautigan and recommends the Board appoint him as village attorney. Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to appoint Atty. David Brautigan as village attorney at a pay rate of $95.00 per hour effective immediately. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Communications- a letter was received congratulating the Village of Franklinville for participating in the Tree City USA program for 32 years. 
The consolidated community development grant was denied. 

Mayor Breton requested the Village attorney and sub categories be removed from the agenda.
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the December 31, 2015 bills totaling $8366.85 from the General Fund, $3089.43 from the Water Fund and $4597.00 from the Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the January 11, 2016 bills totaling $25,147.19 from the General Fund, $8761.67 from the Water Fund and $15,061.14 from the Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to adjourn meeting. All ayes. Motion carried.
