February 8, 2016
The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Bob Breton, Trustees Ryan Jordan and Don Bentley. Trustee Sullivan and Trustee Soulvie were absent. Others present were Chief Tony Wolfer, SPW Cary Hatch, Michael Sikora, Theron, Jayden and Jen Nelson, Hayden Freeman, Alexander Bridenbaker and Cole Light.
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Bentley to accept the minutes from the January 25, 2016 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Several boy scouts were in attendance of the meeting and Trustee Bentley explained why they were at the meeting and introduced Board members and department heads. Mayor Breton stated that the Village Board looks to improve the community and encouraged the scouts to volunteer their time and efforts to support their hometown community. 
Reports from Department Heads-

Chief Wolfer said he was called regarding people illegally entering the abandoned building located at 20 Elm Street. Chief Wolfer will talk with CEO Fish and SPW Hatch and get the building secured and stated that this is not a new issue and it needs to be dealt with. 
Chief Wolfer said he is preparing to purchase a new police vehicle in the 2016-2017 budget year. 
SPW Hatch – updated the phone and data lines in the village offices and the new computers are set up. The DPW is busy cleaning old junk out of the village barn.
A structural engineer recently toured the village barn with Mayor Breton, SPW Hatch and Engineer Calarco and said the condition of the structure is in very poor condition and the village needs to begin making plans for a new facility as soon as possible. Mayor Breton said the building is in very poor shape and it is not able to be rehabilitated. SPW Hatch is waiting for the official report from the engineers which will contain an estimate on replacing the garage. 
Cattaraugus County Health department conducted a sanitary compliance survey and found some unmet requirements that need to be addressed in the future. 

The renewal agreement with Municipal Solutions needs approval and signature from the Mayor. Mayor Breton said in light of issues the Village needs to update or replace he is hoping the Municipal Solutions could help find grant money. 

Clerk Sage requested to meet in executive session at the end of the meeting. 

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Bentley to accept the bills totaling $30,305.83 from the General Fund, $4825.10 from the Water Fund and $15,509.95 from the Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to go into executive session with Clerk Sage to discuss personnel. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Bentley explained to the boy scouts why they were entering an executive session and what an executive session was. 

Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to enter back into regular session. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Bentley to renew the village employee health insurance with Blue Cross/Blue Shield as presented for the period of March 1, 2016 to February 28, 2017. All ayes. Motion carried. Clerk Sage will notify the insurance representative. 

Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to adjourn meeting and go into a budget workshop. All ayes. Motion carried.
