The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Bob Breton, Trustees Don Bentley, Melissa Sullivan and Ryan Jordan. Trustee Harvey Soulvie was absent. Others present were Michael Sikora and Brianna Naughton, Mercury Gazette. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Bentley to accept the minutes from the March 14, 2016 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Bentley to go into public hearing to consider Local Law #1 of 2016- “The Village of Franklinville best value bidding authorization”. 
Trustee Jordan explained that this law allows the Village to accept a bid based on best value even if it may not be the lowest bid. Some considerations may include experience and quality of work amongst other factors. 
Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to go back into regular session. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept Local Law #1 of 2016- The Village of Franklinville best value bidding authorization. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to set the public hearing for the 2016-17 Budget for April 25, 2016 at 7pm. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to set the annual re-organizational meeting for April 11th at 7pm in the Village office and the regular Board of Trustees meeting will be held April 11th at 7:10pm. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Reports from the Department Heads-

Chief Wolfer- a phone poll was conducted March 21, 2016 to allow Chief Wolfer to reserve a 2016 Ford Utility Police Interceptor AWD for $35,287.63 to be paid from the capital police car fund after June 1, 2016. Vote- Mayor Breton-yes, Trustee Jordan-yes, Trustee Bentley-yes, Trustee Soulvie-yes and Trustee Sullivan-yes. Motion carried. 
Mayor Breton said he received a message regarding the handicap accessibility ramp in front of the Town Hall. Clerk Sage will call Supervisor Fisher to set up a meeting with Mayor Breton to discuss getting the situation rectified as soon as possible. Trustee Bentley said a local boy scout contacted then Town Supervisor Brisky and he (Mr. Brisky) stated the Town had filed for a grant in October 2015 for upgrades and the sidewalk was included in the grant so they need to find out if the grant was received. 
Reports from Board members- Trustee Sullivan stated that she would like to discuss training for the police department and local first responders on how to administer narcan, the antidote for opiate overdoses. She went on to say that nearby communities of Olean, Salamanca and Bradford have had an epidemic of overdoses recently and she would like to be sure that the Village police force is ready in case it ever happens within the Village. Mayor Breton said he would like to get more information on the cost of training, cost of purchasing the narcan, storage and inventory of the narcan and any possible liability issues. Trustee Sullivan said she has a contact number for a local person that has obtained grant funds to pay for training and purchasing the narcan and will pass along the information to Mayor Breton so he can get it to Chief Wolfer. 
Trustee Jordan thanked Trustee Bentley for serving on the Village Board for the last 8 years. Mayor Breton said it was a pleasure to work with Mr. Bentley and appreciated his work as well. 
Old Business- Mayor Breton asked to add “Town Hall handicap accessibility”.

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to accept the bills totaling $14,290.80 from the General Fund, $4217.09 from the Water Fund and $9172.88 Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to adjourn meeting and go into a budget workshop. All ayes. Motion carried.
