April 11, 2016

The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:10pm. Members present were Mayor Bob Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie, Ryan Jordan and Michael Sikora. Trustee Sullivan was absent. Others present were Kristin and Elizabeth Sikora, SPW Cary Hatch, CEO Al Fish and Brianna Naughton. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the minutes from the March 28, 2016 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Reports from Department Heads-

CEO Fish handed out a report and stated 2 building permits were issued in the month of March. He also said that he has received two additional quotes for the demolition of 20 Elm Street and 8 South Main Street. The owners of both properties were summoned to appear at tonight’s meeting and neither appeared. CEO Fish said that the owners now have 30 days to begin demolition and 60 days to complete the clean-up. The Village will reserve the right to demolish 8 South Main Street first then 20 Elm Street. 
Mayor Breton said he talked with Chief Wolfer regarding narcan training for officers of the police department and they found there is no cost for the training or purchasing narcan. Training is scheduled for May 2, 2016. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to cancel the June 27th, July 25th, and the August 22nd meeting. All ayes. 
Clerk Sage provided Board members with a copy of the April newsletter and reminded the Board that the public hearing for the 2016-17 Budget will be held at the April 25, 2016 meeting.
SPW Hatch- handed out an updated copy of the procurement policy. Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to accept the procurement policy as amended. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to allow Mayor Breton to sign and enter into an agreement with Municipal Solutions for grant writing services. All ayes. Motion carried. Municipal Solution representatives will work with Engineer Carl Calarco to develop projects and seek grant funding on behalf of the village. 
SPW Hatch presented a quote for an asphalt roller to replace the one that burnt in 2015. He recommends a HD12 Hamm asphalt roller from Monroe Tractor in the amount $42,500. Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to purchase a HD12 Hamm asphalt roller from Monroe Tractor in the amount of $42,500 to be paid for $21,250 from the capital water fund and $21,250 from the capital highway equipment funds. All ayes. Motion carried.

SPW Hatch recommends the Board consider increasing the capital highway equipment annual budget contribution to $15,000.

SPW Hatch welcomed Trustee Sikora to the village board and offered to give him a tour of village properties. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to add a “training request form” to the employee handbook. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Tree Commission minutes were submitted.

New Business #3 Town hall handicap accessibility- Mayor Breton said that he met with Town Supervisor Fisher, SPW Hatch and Engineer Calarco outside the town hall to discuss how to rectify the situation. They discussed moving the handicap access location to the driveway as well as how to replace the current deteriorated ramp. Engineer Calarco is going to submit a report to both the Village and Town Boards with his recommendations. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to accept the bills totaling $33,878.78 from the General Fund, $2566.93 from the Water Fund and $10,945.67 from the Sewer Fund. All ayes. Motion carried.  
Trustee Sikora moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to adjourn meeting. All ayes. Motion carried.
