Village of Franklinville

March 14, 2016
The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Bob Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie, Don Bentley and Ryan Jordan. Trustee Sullivan was absent. Others present were Michael Sikora, CEO Al Fish, SPW Cary Hatch and Atty. David Brautigam. 

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the February 22, 2016 meeting as amended. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to enter into public hearing to discuss 20 Elm Street and 8 South Main Street. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Atty. Brautigam stated the CEO Fish has compiled an investigative report on the condition of both properties and presented them to the Board. Notice has been sent to both property owners per legal requirements. Atty. Brautigam said that a notice will need to be filed with the county after the hearing. 
Mayor Breton asked what provisions the village can take to try and recoup the cost of the demolitions that the village will have to pay. Atty. Brautigam said there are two options…the cost can be attached to the assessment of the property but if it goes for unpaid taxes the county will not pay it and the other option is going to NYS supreme court and make a civil judgment on the owner which would be would probably be left unpaid as well. In the end the tax payers will be footing the bill. 
After some discussion it was determined that the deeded owner for 8 South Main Street needs to be clarified, CEO Fish will clarify tomorrow. The next step is getting quotes for demolition and finding a way to pay for the demolitions. Trustee Soulvie asked if the village is setting precedence for property owners that don’t want to take care of their properties to be able to walk away leaving the tax payers to pay their bills…Atty. Brautigam said we already are setting precedence. 

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to go back into regular session. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Reports from Department Heads-

CEO Al Fish handed out a report. 
SPW Hatch handed out a report and said the Engineer Calarco received a rough estimate for the garage replacement and it will be about $100 per sq foot a complete report will be submitted to the Board in about a month. Trustee Soulvie asked if the new pump station has been added to the insurance police, SPW Hatch will call the insurance company to verify that it has been. 

Mayor Breton asked if everyone reviewed the “best value bidding authorization” local law proposal. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to set a public hearing for Local Law #1 of 2016 – The Village of Franklinville Best Value Bidding Authorization law.  The public hearing will be held March 28, 2016 at 7:00pm. All ayes. Motion carried. 

The village election will be held March 15, 2016 at the fire hall. 
Trustee Bentley moved, 2nd by Trustee Soulvie to accept the bills totaling $38,569.62 from the general fund, $6466.30 from the water fund and $14,508.70 from the sewer fund. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to enter into a budget work session and adjourn afterward. All ayes. Motion carried.
