April 25, 2016
The regular meeting of the Board of Trustees was held in the village office at 7:00pm. Members present were Mayor Bob Breton, Trustees Harvey Soulvie, Ryan Jordan, Michael Sikora and Melissa Sullivan. Others present were Brianna Naughton and Jerry Bilecki. 

Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to accept the minutes from the April 11, 2016 re-organization meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the minutes from the April 11, 2016 meeting. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Scheduled Guest-

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to go into public hearing for the 2016-17 Budget. All ayes. Motion carried. 
Mayor Breton stated that the village will stay within the state set tax cap of .012%, there will be a .25 cent  per 1000 gallons water rate increase. There will also be a $4 per year ($1 per quarter) garbage rate increase. Mayor Breton asked if anyone had any questions. 
Trustee Jordan moved, 2nd by Trustee Sikora to go a back into regular session. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Sullivan to approve the 2016-2017 Budget as presented. All ayes. Motion carried. 

Petitions and request from the floor-

Jerry Bielecki said he would like to have some information regarding a water line replacement project on Maple Avenue extension up the hill towards Lyndon. He said that he was preparing to replace the line to the house he owns up there when he received a call from the town supervisor suggesting that he put his project on hold because the town planned on replacing the main line in the near future. He would like to know when it is scheduled for replacement, and how much it will cost property owners. 
Trustee Jordan stated that the water line he is referring to is located in the town water district and he needs to talk with them as they control what is done in the water district. Mayor Breton went on to say that the village can not do any work within the town water district without first being approached by the town supervisor and the Town Board submit a work order.
Mr. Bielecki asked if it is possible for the town board and village board to hold a joint meeting and invite property owners to give them information on the planned project. Mayor Breton stated that he will contact Supervisor Fisher to see if such meeting can happen and will be sure that Mr. Bielecki is notified. 
Reports from Department heads-

SPW Hatch left a report.

Mayor Breton said that the annual Arbor Day celebration will take place at the elementary school Thursday at 10am, everyone is invited to attend. 

Trustee Jordan stated that he heard a rumor that 8 South Main Street has been sold in recent days. Mayor Breton said he has not heard of a sale but the attorney will be contacted to ensure the current time line for demolition is still in effect for restoration or demolition even if it was sold. 
Reports from Board members-

Trustee Jordan requested to meet in executive session at the end of the meeting to discuss personnel. 

Planning Commission minutes were submitted. 
Trustee Soulvie moved, 2nd by Trustee Jordan to accept the bills totaling $27,248.09 from the General Fund, $2173.54 from the Water Fund, $9079.03 from the Sewer Fund, $21,250 from the Capital Highway equipment fund and $21,250 from the Capital Water Fund as listed on abstract 22. All ayes. Motion carried.
