                        Supt. Weller had a question regarding the Bond Law. He asked who will 

enforce the law. Mr. McAuley stated that the Law is only enforceable civilly. An offender would need to be sued in Supreme Court. The law needs to be further reviewed to clarify it.

                        Supervisor received a $4,910.00 check for scrap. This money needs to go to DB5110.4. There are four FEMA projects to be done: three sites on Weller Rd., and Bryant Hill Rd. Mr. Brisky made a motion to go to bid for a large project covering three sites on Weller Rd., and Bryant Hill Rd. The bids are to be opened at the June meeting. Mr. Trummer seconded the motion. Because the Highway Dept. didn’t get 70% of the salt requirement in 2009-2010, more salt needs to be ordered by August 31 to fulfill the requirement. Supt. can order up to 120% more at the 2009 price at substantial savings.
                        Mr. Weller will not be attending the Highway School this year, as there is not enough time.

                        The Rogers Rd. speed reduction request has been sent to the State. It is just a matter of waiting for the State to act on it.

                        A letter was received from Griffith Energy stating that fuel deliveries received after May 1, 2010, will contain ethanol. The water content will need to be monitored and changes may need to be made at the fuel depot, such as changing filters and possibly installing a dryer.

                        Supervisor Dickinson said that the Town will need to match whatever is spent at Case Lake as part of the grant requirement. The Highway Supt. would only be able to help on his own time on the weekends, due to the amount of work to be done on the roads.

                        Mr. Dickinson mentioned that the Town handbook needs to be finished.

                        A letter was received from the Assessor stating that Grievance Day is June 1, 2010, from 4:30-8:30. She also asked about a reval, as the Town is now at 75%, and a reval has not been done since 1995.

                        It was noted that when the new joint Village/Town website is done, if the Town abandons the current domain name, the Chamber of Commerce and Maple Festival Committee may lose their places on the site.

                        The Town is still waiting for approval from the State on a job description for Highway Supt.

                        Supervisor heard of a town that was fined for an employee smoking on Town property. The Town Attorney will look into this.
                        Supervisor will need to get a computer to do the monthly retirement report electronically.  He will get prices on a laptop for the June meeting.

                        Mr. Dickinson spoke with a State auditor regarding adjustments to the budget. She said that the Board’s intention needs to be in the minutes.  When a motion is made to give a raise, and then another motion is made to reduce the amount of the raise at the next meeting, the money cannot be taken back. A spreadsheet was presented which reflects the raise which was given to the Assistant Court Clerk, as well as the raises given 
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to the other employees .The budget will need to be increased by $3,630.00 for the raises and Health insurance will need to be reduced by $7,000.00. Mr. Brisky made a motion to adopt the adjustments to the budget per the spreadsheet presented by the Supervisor, seconded by Mr. Dickinson.
